Selected recipients will each be awarded a $1,000 scholarship, to be paid as follows: $500 will be sent to the American college, university or accredited trade school the student will be attending in the Fall of 2017 and the remaining $500 will be sent in the Spring 2018 (or if entering active military service, recipient must notify the foundation of enrollment in an American college, university or accredited trade school no later than Fall 2019, with awards to be granted in the first year between two consecutive semesters). Awards will be paid if eligibility requirements are met (maintain 2.5 GPA or higher in the Fall semester to receive Spring award). Scholarship recipient(s) must enroll in and maintain a minimum of 12 semester hours for both college semesters.
